CONGRATULATIONS to our second grade parishioners who receive first Holy Communion at the 11:00 AM Mass (Saint Edward) 
this weekend.  Thank you to Mrs. Cynkar and Ashley for their dedicated faith to the preparation of the children for this day. Welcome to all 
family and extended family members to our parish this weekend, especially the baptismal sponsors of our candidates. 

 

A BEAUTIFUL DAY last Sunday! The children of our religious education program completed their “school year” with a May  
procession to and the crowning of the statue of Mary at the beginning of the 11:00 AM Mass (Saint Edward).  Traditional Marian hymns 
and the homily reflecting on the role of Mary in the story of salvation and the Church highlighted holy Mass.  Thanks to Ron Urso, to all of 
our catechists and to Linda Organist of the Worship Committee for organizing the event.
