  Jottings from Fr. Joeé    

     A GENEROUS BEQUEST has been made to the parish from the estate of Mary Andres, a former parishioner who grew up in Blawnox 
and attended Saint Edward church.  Her gift to the parish will enable us to install a new air conditioning system at the Saint Edward site.  
The issue with the system at Saint Francis involved a faulty breaker- the system is intact at our Harmar site (phew!!). 
 

     BUILDING REPAIRS are just about completed at both of our sites: flashing, pointing, lentils, slate replacement on roofs and interior work 
with repairs due to leaks. When all the work is completed, a bulletin insert will be printed that will give a summary of the tasks.  Thanks to 
Bill Murphy, a contractor and a member of the parish for overseeing and supervising the projects. 
 

     OUR RELIGIOUS EDUCATION PROGRAM got into full swing last weekend.  Please keep our 40 students, their parents and  
catechists in prayer.  The Director of Catholic Polls for Georgetown University’s Applied Research states that “one third of Catholic  
parents generally do not think that it is important for their children to receive the Sacraments of Holy Eucharist and Confirmation and that 
a further two-thirds do not enroll their children in any religious education program.”  I wonder how many youngsters whom I see exiting 
the school buses on Freeport Road on a given afternoon are in that number. 
 

     FAITH FORMATION also involves our RCIA process for individuals returning to the faith or exploring the possibilities of becoming a 
Catholic. The parish also provides an adult reading group for Catholics who meet to discuss classic and contemporary Catholic literature.  
Youth ministry provides a venue for our young people in middle school and high school. Scripture studies are conducted periodically 
throughout the year.   
 

     THE READING GROUP will meet on Thursday October 1 in the Saint Edward rectory at 7:30 PM.  The “assignment” is to watch the cov-
erage of the pastoral visit of Pope Francis to the United States and to “take notes” of his presentations at various venues. This  
discussion will be a follow up to the groups reading and discussion of Laudatio Si, the recent encyclical of the Holy Father.   
      THE ACTS OF THE APOTLES STUDY GROUP meets Monday September 28 at 6:30 PM in the Saint Francis social hall. 
 

     THE MASS IN HAVANA-SEPTEMBER 20 was celebrated in Revolutionary Square. It was marked by the presence of an art pan-
el depicting the Divine Mercy motif as described by Saint Faustina (we have the same picture on the back walls of both of our 
worship sites). Hmmmm- Divine Mercy- now there’s a “revolutionary idea.”  Among the Pope’s homiletic remarks on the gospel 
which was read for the 25th Sunday in ordinary time (The greatest among you is the one who serves the rest): 

“Jesus sets before us the logic of love.”
